BEACH RULES

We are most fortunate to live in a community where we have our own private beach. The following rules have been adopted by the Board of Directors to assure that the Lattingtown Harbor Beach House, beach, and related facilities are administered in an orderly manner and are available to all members of the Association who are in good standing. *The rules strike a balance between individual freedom of action and the collective right of all members in good standing to enjoy the beach facilities. 

If necessary, police assistance in enforcement will be sought. 

*Those members who have paid in full all accrued community charges, assessments and interest. 

I.  USE OF BEACH AND BEACH HOUSE 

For safety's sake and due to fire insurance regulations, the beach house and decks are a NO SMOKING area.

No barbecues are allowed in, on or within 25 feet of the beach house. 

Any party or other function held at the Beach House by any LHPOA member in good standing (or group of members acting in concert) may not include more than 12 guests who are non-members of LHPOA. This rule applies for all months of the year and for all days of the week. In accordance, only 2 tables may be reserved and only on the day of the function. 

The rule does not apply, however, to parties and other functions that are organized by and for LHPOA itself. 

The Board is authorized to determine the maximum number of occupants to be permitted at the Beach House at anyone time, taking into account safety considerations and the sanitary and other facilities of the Beach House. 

Any party or other function held on the beach by any LHPOA member in good standing (or group of members acting in concert) may not include more than 20 guests who are non-members of LHPOA. The Board is authorized, in its discretion, to grant specific exemptions from this rule. This rule applies for all months of the year and for all days of the week. 

The rule does not apply, however, to parties and other functions that are organized by and for LHPOA itself. 

NOTE: THE HOST OF A PARTY IS COMPLETELY RESPONSIBLE FOR CLEANING THE AREA WHICH HAS BEEN USED FOR ENTERTAINING GUESTS. 

The upper level of the Beach House is restricted to members in good standing, adult family, and adult guests over 18 years of age. The only exception is that children may be upstairs while under adult supervision. Children under the age of 16 need to be accompanied by an adult residing in the household. 

Please notify the Caretaker(s) in advance if you are planning a party for a weekend evening and will be using more than 1 table in the upper level of the Beach House. This will help avoid conflicts by allowing everyone to be advised of large events planned for a given evening. At no time is anyone entitled to exclusive use of all or any part of the Beach House. 

Loud music is not permitted in the Beach House or in the surrounding area. 

The Beach House will be closed to all persons under 21 years of age at 10:00 pm Monday through Thursday and at midnight Friday through Sunday, holidays and the day before holidays, but such persons are permitted to remain on the beach premises until midnight on all days. All such persons will be required to leave the Beach House and the beach, as applicable, before the designated closing time. Adult members in good standing and their guests are permitted to use the Beach House and the beach at all times, but should make arrangements with the Caretaker(s) if they wish to remain after the closing times noted above. 

Anyone under 21 years of age drinking alcoholic beverages at the Beach House or on the beach will be required to leave. 

Ball playing is not permitted on the beach in front of the Beach House (other than volleyball in the designated "court" area to the west of the Beach House). Roughhousing will not be tolerated either on the beach or in the water. 

II.  ACCESS TO BEACH 

Beach use is restricted to members in good standing. A member is defined as the homeowner (parents and/or children residing within the household and considered permanent residents in the household). 

All members in good standing should affix their beach sticker to the inside of their windshield-on the passenger's side-where it can be readily seen by the Caretaker(s). Three stickers will be provided for each family. One guest pass will also be provided for each family. The guest pass should be displayed on the dash board of any guest's car parked at the beach. Cars with either a beach sticker or a guest pass will be permitted to cross the bridge to park on the Beach House side, except on crowded holidays when guests may be required to park on the south side of the bridge. At no time should any car not displaying either a beach sticker or a guest pass be parked on either side of the bridge and the police will be called to ticket any such car. 

III. GUESTS 

Guests at the Beach House or on the beach must be accompanied throughout their stay by a member of the host family. A guest not so accompanied will be required to leave the premises, unless the resident has contacted the Caretaker(s) in advance. 

Members in good standing are required to notify the Board in writing of tenants who may wish to use the beach facilities. 

All guest rules will be strictly enforced, particularly after dark. The police will be called upon to enforce these rules in the event of an infraction. 

IV.  DOGS / HORSES 

Horses are NOT permitted on the beach or in the parking area at any time. Dogs (with or without their owners) are not permitted on the beach from May through September. Dogs are allowed from October through April, and owners must clean up after their dogs and have them leashed. 

If a dog is found on the beach, the Caretaker(s) have been directed to tie it up. 

V. MOTORCYCLES / MINIBIKES / MOPEDS 

Except with the prior specific approval of the Board, driving any motor vehicle on the beach-at any time-is prohibited. 

Any violation of this will be considered trespassing and subject to police sanctions. 

THE MARSHLANDS, BEACH AND CREEK DUNES AND PATHS ARE 

PARTICULARLY VULNERABLE TO INTERFERENCE WITH THEIR SENSITIVE 

ECOLOGICAL BALANCE. 

NOTE: The operation of unlicensed vehicles, including mopeds and mini bikes, is illegal on any road, public or private, and violators are subject to police sanction. 

Bicycles are to be parked in the bike racks provided for that purpose. 

VI. BOATING / SWIMMING / MOORING 

The members of the association are invited to make maximum enjoyable use of our unique and beautiful beach water and creek with consideration for each other. 

In this regard, you are requested to: 

a) Place all Creek and Sound moorings sufficiently apart from other boats to prevent collision. The Harbor Master must be consulted prior to placing any mooring in the Creek or Sound. 

b) When mooring boats in the Sound, please do so to the East of the swimming area. 

c) Please maintain wake speed under 5 mph while in mooring area. 

d) Please water ski a full 200 feet west of the swimming area. 

e) Please be advised that for safety reasons, children are not permitted to stand on or jump off the bridge. 

f) Only members are authorized to fish off the bridge, dock or Bruce's Point. 

g) Please observe the directions of the lifeguard for your own safety. 

h) Recreational water vehicles are not to be operated within 200 feet of the Swimming area. 

i) All water recreational vehicles must be registered with the Caretaker upon being brought to the Beach House area. Failure to properly register the vehicle or improper operation will result in having the owner remove the vehicle from the Beach House recreational area. 

j) All LHPOA members mooring a motor boat at the beach or operating a motor boat at the beach or the surrounding area are required to deliver to the Board, prior to May 1st, a Certificate of Insurance evidencing liability insurance in an amount not less than $1 million in connection with the operation of such motor boat. 

k) The launching of a jet ski from the Lattingtown Harbor beach area, the landing of a jet ski at the Lattingtown Harbor beach area, and storage of a jet ski at the Lattingtown Harbor beach area are prohibited. 
The Lifeguard's primary responsibility is the safety of persons swimming within the roped-off area. Those who swim outside the roped-off area do so at their own risk. 

Parents should make every effort to keep non-swimmers and beginners within the roped-off area. 

Because of the increased use of floating toys, it will be at the Lifeguard's discretion that a child may use a floating toy to carry him/herself. The Lifeguard may require the child to demonstrate that he/she is able to swim before using these toys. 

To implement these safety rules, the Lifeguard has the right to call a child out of the water. 

IT IS NOT THE DUTY OF THE LIFEGUARD OR CARETAKER(S) TO BABYSIT 

AND DISCIPLINE CHILDREN UNATTENDED AT THE BEACH 

VII. LITTER

It is the responsibility of everyone using the beach to keep it free from litter.

VIII. FIREARMS/FIREWORKS 

Firearms or fireworks are NOT permitted in the Beach House, on the beach, or in the parking area at any time. This includes the 4th of July. If necessary, the police will be called to enforce this rule. 

IX. BEACH HOUSE DOORS, BRIDGE, GATES & PARKING AREA 

The Caretaker(s) will be responsible for the doors and gates during the summer season. 

The gates and doors will be locked at about 10:00 pm, except at midnight on Friday through Sunday, holidays and the day before holidays, unless an event has been scheduled with the Beach chairperson or an LHPOA member makes alternate arrangements with the Caretaker(s). 

All paths to the beach and entrances to the Beach House should be kept clear of cars, etc. 

THE AREAS WEST OF AND IN FRONT OF THE BEACH HOUSE ARE DESIGNATED AS "NO PARKING" AREAS AND ARE TO BE USED SOLELY FOR UNLOADING CARS. 

PARKING AROUND THE CIRCLE IS NOT PERMITTED. 

NO OPEN FIRES WILL BE ALLOWED ON THE PREMISES. 

The above rules have been adopted by your Board in the best interests of the community. Please cooperate and have a healthy and happy summer!
